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Administrative Services Division
The Administrative Services Division, commanded by Division Chief JOSEPH PURA, provides
all the critical support services for the Department's direct operations through its Records, Staff
Services and Training Sections. Additionally, this Division provides direct law enforcement
services through its Operations Support Unit (OSU) which handles complaints and reports that don't
require the mobile response of a patrol officer.

Records Administrator, BOB GILLICE, manages the OSU along with the Crime Analysis Unit and
civilian Records Clerks who deal round-the-clock with the public, responding to inquiries and taking
reports. In 1986, Records and OSU personnel took 29% of all reports handled by the Department
and 21% of all accident reports.
