Member stands at the 25 yard line with weapon holstered, on command to fire the uses the strong side of the                barricade and fires 6 rounds at the strong target. The member moves to the strong side of the weak barricade

              and from a reduced profile position fires 6 rounds at the weak target. There must be a reload in this stage.

SCORING: 
The  DOE 15 target will be used with a 5-4-1 scoring system. The 4.5 inch circle in the head is also a 5 point ring. There is a maximum score of 210. Passing score is 147 (70%). A member may be disqualified for safety violations (muzzle integrity, safety manipulation, de-cocking,  finger on the trigger) or for a score less than 147. Times will be strictly adhered to, all rounds discharged after the time limit will be deducted at 5 points per round. There should be 21 hits per target.

CRITIQUE:   
 Members should observe safety rules at all times. Members should use cover when available and reload behind cover when available. Reduced profile positions may be kneeling , squatting, or sitting. The position needs to maximize cover and mobility. Members need to manage their ammunition for each stage.

SCORING: 
The  DOE 15 target will be used with a 5-4-1 scoring system. The 4.5 inch circle in the head is also a 5 point ring. There is a maximum score of 150. Passing score is 105 (70%). A member may be disqualified for safety violations (muzzle integrity, safety manipulation, de-cocking,  finger on the trigger) or for a score less than 105. Times will be strictly adhered to, all rounds discharged after the time limit will be deducted at 5 points per round. There should be 15 hits per target.
CRITIQUE:   
 Members should observe safety rules at all times. Members should use cover when available and reload behind cover when available. Members need to manage their ammunition for each stage. 

LAYOUT:
Traffic cones at the 5,10,15 yard lines.

EVALUATION: Members must post a satisfactory score of 105 or greater and demonstrate the ability to attach                                    the weapon light to their weapon and engage hostile targets. Members must also demonstrate the                                   ability to remove the light from the weapon and secure the light and the weapon.
